Officer in response to a Zoning Permit application and/or the submission of the 

requisite supporting documentation and payment of the applicable fee.  

This is informal information and shall not be relied upon and/or the basis of any 

building and/or zoning permit. The Township specifically reserves the right to 

review any and all formal applications based on the then current Township 

ordinances and all such applications shall be subject to the appropriate Township 

decision and/or response pursuant to the requisite ordinance requirements.

▪ Accessory structure of 201 square feet or more requires a building permit.
