The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Chairman David R. Nyman.  Also present were Vice-Chairman John R. Cressman, member Gary W. Volovnik as well as Solicitor John B. Rice, Esquire, Public Works Director Steve Funk, Assistant Public Works Director Jeffrey Scholl and Township Manager Anne W. Klepfer as well as members of the press and public. Approval of Minutes
On motion by Mr. Volovnik, seconded by Mr. Cressman, the November 10, 2009 Work Session minutes were approved 3-0. 
Item  #2.   
Payment of Bills
On motion by Mr. Cressman seconded by Mr. Volovnik, the Board voted 3-0 to approve the Bills List dated December 8, 2009 totaling $147,162.06.
Public Comment Period #1 – There were no public comments on non-agenda items at this time.

Manager’s Report:   Anne Klepfer
Mrs. Klepfer said she had no business items to discuss but did give the Board an update on the 904 Recycling Grant legislation that is proposed to extend the sunset provisions of the grant program.


Item #4.       Public Works Report:  Mr. Funk reported that his crew completed the water lateral trench restoration on approximately 24 yards in conjunction with the Cedarview Water Extension Project.  They raked the rocks and hydro-seeded the yards.  Mr. Funk reported that they have one more week of leaf collection to clean up piles left by residents after they had already gone through.  Leaf collection has been hampered by rain and snow.   Mr. Funk indicated that the new Recycling Hauler is doing a good job but recently lost his location/dealer for yard waste and is currently looking for other options.

Solicitor’s Report:  John Rice, Esquire
AT&T  Cell Tower – Old Bethlehem Pike.  AT&T received zoning approval from the Zoning Hearing Board.  The next step is to conduct a Conditional Use Hearing to get Board approval.  By motion of Mr. Cressman and second by Mr. Volovnik, the Board voted 3-0 to authorize John Rice to schedule the hearing for during the January 19, 2010 Regular Meeting.  The Board has 60 days to schedule the hearing. 
Other Business:  Solicitor Rice announced the need to conduct an Executive Session for the purpose of discussing Real Estate and Personnel items.

By motion of Mr. Cressman and second by Mr. Volovnik, the Board of Supervisors unanimously adopted Resolution No. 2009-29.
