BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
December 15, 2009
The Regular Meeting of the East Rockhill Township Board of Supervisors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman David Nyman, who led the Salute to the American Flag.  Also present were Vice Chairman John Cressman, Supervisor Gary Volovnik, Solicitor Patrick Armstrong, Engineer C. Robert Wynn, and members of the press and public.  
Item #1:
Approval of Minutes 

By motion of Mr. Cressman and second by Mr. Volovnik, the minutes of November 17, 2009 were unanimously approved 3-0.  

Item #2:
Payment of Bills

On motion by Mr. Volovnik, seconded by Mr. Cressman, the Bills List of December 15, 2009 totaling $54,465.41 was approved 3-0.   
Public Comment I- Non Agenda Items:

Item #3:
Manager’s Report:  Anne Klepfer 
Resolution No. 2009-30: A Resolution adopting a final 2010 budget totaling $3,635,180 all funds.   By motion of Mr. Cressman and second by Mr. Volovnik, Resolution No. 2009-30 was adopted by a vote of 3-0. 
Resident Steve Yates of Bridgeview questioned the expenses budgeted for the Township Minimum Municipal Obligation for the non-uniformed employee pension plan.  He asked who is eligible for the plan.   Mr. Yates also questioned why East Rockhill Township needs to raise taxes to fund the Police Headquarters Project but West Rockhill does not. He also inquired whether or not there is an Agreement in place with West Rockhill Township for the Police Headquarters’ project. 
Resolution No. 2009-31: A Resolution Fixing the real estate Tax Rate for 2010 at 5.225 mills General; 1 mill Fire; and 1.26 mill Debt Service Tax for a new Regional Police Headquarters for a total tax rate of 7.485 mills. By motion of Mr. Cressman and second by Mr. Volovnik, Resolution No. 2009-31 was adopted by a vote of 3-0.  

Resolution No. 2009-32: A Resolution setting the Street Light Assessment at $34.00 per affected property.  By motion of Mr. Volovnik and second by Mr. Cressman, Resolution No. 2009-32 was adopted by a vote of 3-0. 

Green Jackets Lease: By motion of Mr. Volovnik and second by Mr. Cressman, the Board voted 3-0 to approve and execute a five year renewable lease with the Green Jackets for the continued use of their fields at the Markey Park facility. 

The Manager’s Report was approved 3-0 by motion of Mr. Cressman and second by Mr. Volovnik.

Item #4:
Planning Commission Report: The Planning Commission did not meet in December.
Item #5:
PWTA Report: John Cressman

Mr. Cressman reported that PWTA had just a brief end of the year meeting for regular business items. 
By motion of Mr. Volovnik and second by Mr. Nyman, the PWTA Report was approved by a vote of 3-0.  
Item #6:
PACC Report:   Mr. Nyman reported that due to budget reductions and a lack of projects requiring their assistance, Bucks County Planning Commission will not be sending representatives to the monthly PACC meetings on a regular basis.  Mr. Nyman reported that both East Rockhill and West Rockhill Townships and Dublin Borough have adopted the inter-municipal agreement for Upper Bucks County Municipal Cooperative.  Silverdale Borough and Bedminster Township are expected to adopt the agreement and Perkasie Borough is still discussing it.

By motion of Mr. Cressman and second by Mr. Volovnik, the PACC Report was approved by a vote of 3-0. 
Item #7
Engineer’s Report:  C. Robert Wynn,  P.E.  
Wright Subdivision:  By motion of Mr. Cressman and second by Mr. Volovnik the Board voted 3-0 to deny the Wright subdivision based on the recommendations of the Township Engineer and pursuant to non-compliance with the C. Robert Wynn Associates review letter dated December 5, 2006.
Voucher’s Dated December 15, 2009: Engineer Bob Wynn noted that there are two vouchers listed on his Voucher Report.  The first one is for release of the remaining escrow for improvements made at the Airport and the second one is for the Clymer Mill Estates.   The Voucher’s dated December 15, 2009 were approved 3-0 by motion of Mr. Cressman and second by Mr. Volovnik.   
By motion of Mr. Cressman and second by Mr. Volovnik, the Engineer’s Report was approved 3-0.     

Item #8
Solicitor’s Report:  Patrick Armstrong, Esquire.

Resolution No. 2009-33: A Resolution Authorizing the issuance and sale of tax and revenue anticipation note, series of 2010 in the amount of $200,000.00. Solicitor Armstrong summarized the Resolution and noted that the principle amount of $200,000 will be borrowed from QNB Bank of Quakertown, PA at a rate of 3% interest.  By motion of Mr. Volovnik and second by Mr. Cressman, the Board voted 3-0 to adopt Resolution No. 2009-33.  
Suburban Zoning District Amendment Ordinance:  Solicitor Armstrong announced that an Ordinance that would amend the existing Suburban Zoning Ordinance has been reviewed by the East Rockhill Township Planning Commission and the Bucks County Planning Commission and has been recommended for consideration by the Board of Supervisors.  The Ordinance has been properly advertised for a Public Hearing this evening in the News Herald, a copy of the Ordinance was provided to the Bucks County Law Library and made available at the Township Office.   The Public Hearing was called to order at 7:30 PM.  Mr. Cressman stated that he would like more time to review the Ordinance. By motion of Mr. Volovnik and second by Mr. Cressman, the Board voted 3-0 to continue the Public Hearing until January 19, 2010 or after 7:00 PM during the course of the regularly scheduled business meeting.  The Public Hearing was continued at 7:35 PM.
Perkasie Fire Company No. 1 Purchase- Public Hearing.   Chairman Nyman called to order a Public Hearing at 7:35 PM for the purpose of considering and approving the Perkasie Fire Company No. 1 purchase of a 2010 Pierce Impel Rescuer/Pumper in accordance with Section 147.f. of the Internal Revenue Code.  There were no public comments and the Public Hearing was closed at 7:38 PM.  By motion of Mr. Cressman and second by Mr. Volovnik, the Board voted 3-0 to authorize execution of the Acknowledgement letter following a Public Hearing conducted by Perkasie Fire Company  on December 22, 2009 at 7:30 PM at 100 N. 5th Street, Perkasie Borough.  
By motion of Mr. Cressman and second by Mr. Volovnik, the Solicitor’s Report was approved 3-0.     

Item #9:
Emergency Services Report:  
On motion by Mr. Cressman, seconded by Mr. Volovnik, the Board acknowledged monthly reports from Perkasie, Sellersville and Dublin Fire Companies. With no discussion, all voted in favor.

Item #10:
Other Business: 

Resolution No. 2009-34: A Resolution Recognizing and Thanking David R. Nyman for his Service to East Rockhill Township as Township Supervisor.  Vice-Chairman Cressman presented Mr. Nyman with the Resolution and read it out loud.  Mr. Cressman thanked Mr. Nyman for all the extra time and commitment he gave to the Township and stated that it was a pleasure serving with him over the past 18 years.  By motion of Mr. Volovnik and second by Mr. Cressman, the Board unanimously adopted Resolution No. 2009-34.  Mr. Nyman thanked the Board but stated that it’s about team work and he’s had the pleasure of being part of a great team.  

Public Comment II – There was none.

On motion by Mr. Cressman, seconded by Mr. Volovnik, the Board adjourned the meeting at 7”40 P.M. With no additional comment, all voted in favor.
